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ARCHITECTURAL CONCEPT OF THE PAVILION

THE architectural concept of the pavilion for this year's
International Level Quran Reading Competition is inspired by
and based on the theme for this year's competition, 'Knowledge
And Diligence — The Commandments of The Al-Quran.”

The theme of the competition clearly stresses the importance of
knowledge and diligence, two interlinking elements which form
the basis of prosperity and progress for an ummah and a nation. It
is of vital importance for these two elements to be constantly
bonded together as knowledge without practice will not bear any
result and so is practice without the proper knowledge will not
bring prosperity or sweet success.

Divine knowledge is the source of happiness for mankind both in
this world and the Hereafter. Knowledge dignifies the status of a
person by making him an expert in a certain field.

A learned person is not easily defeated during trials and
tribulations as his knowledge would serve as his protector.

Knowledge is a non-perishable wealth which is more significant
than material wealth to a person. Material wealth will fall short
when spent while knowledge will increase when practised.

However, knowledge can only be acquired through learning.
Each man is not born into this world a learned man. But each of
them is endowed with equal opportunities to acquire knowledge.
Thus only those who strive hard would gain knowledge.

All the hardwork in pursuing knowledge will however not be of
any use if the knowledge is not practised. By practising it, a person
is indirectly imparting it for the good of the ummah.

In Surah Ali Imran, Juz 4, verse 187 Allah revealed:

Meaning: And remember, God took a Covenant from the

people of the Book to make it known and clear to mankind
and not to hide it.

Generally, the design of the pavilion for this year’s competition
is adapted from the shape of human hands while offering his
prayer to Allah. The shape symbolises two main points, namely:

(i) the duty of mankind to pray for the grace of Allah to endow
him with knowledge;

(ii) the application of knowledge in improving the ummah and
the nation;

Figure A indicates the praying for the grace of Allah to endow
knowledge and the expansion of knowledge.

The seven perpendicular lines which then run horizontally to
both directions symbolise the seven layers of earth and heavens

(Figure B). This reflects the vastness in the source of knowledge-

and in line with the injunction of the Quran for all mankind to seek
knowledge anywhere in the world. This was revealed by Allah in

Surah Yunus Juz 11 verse 101:
Meaning: Say "Behold all that is in the heavens and on

earth but neither signs nor warners profit those who
believe not.”

The proportionately arranged lines also signify the needs for the
right approach in learning which includes organised method and
discipline in order to avoid deviation and most important of all, so
that it is not conflicting with the teachings of the Al-Quran. The
perpendicular and horizontal lines are, at the same time,

suggesting the obligation of mankind to impart their knowledge to

others,

Knowledge is symbolised by the roof of the pavilion which is in
the shape of an arc. The design is based on the position of
knowledge in the eyes of human beings. Knowledge can be
likened to a glow of light that illuminates the life of a person.
However, it can only be acquired through diligence and
dedication. The uwareness on the importance of knowledge will
inspire a person to aim to pursue it diligently in order to betterhis
lot. It is thus clear that knowledge is a light most admired and
treasured by all men.
